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Safety Notes

General Power Tool Safety Warnings

WARNING Read all safety warnings
and all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and instructions

may result in electric shock, fire and/or seri-

ous injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for

future reference. The term “power tool” in

the warnings refers to your mains- operated

(corded) power tool or battery-operated (cord-

less) power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power
tools create sparks which may ignite the
dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can
cause you to lose control.

Electrical Safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs
and matching outlets will reduce risk of
electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or ground-
ed surfaces, such as pipes, radiators,
ranges and refrigerators. There is an in-
creased risk of electric shock if your body
is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or wet
conditions. Water entering a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the
power tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil,
sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or
entangled cords increase the risk of elec-
tric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for outdoor
use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use
reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp loca-
tion is unavoidable, use a Residual Current
Device (RCD) protected supply. Use of an
RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.

» Power tools can produce electromagnetic

fields (EMF) that are not harmful to the
user.However, users of pacemakers and
other similar medical devices should con-
tact the maker of their device and/or doctor
for advice before operating this power tool.

» 8. Do not touch the power plug with wet
hands.

» 9. If the cord is damaged, have it replaced
by the manufacturer or his agent in order
to avoid a safety hazard.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing and
use common sense when operating a
power tool. Do not use a power tool while
you are tired or under the influence of
drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment
of inattention while operating power tools
may result in serious personal injury.

» Use personal protective equipment. Always
wear eye protection. Protective equipment
such as dust mask, non-skid safety shoes,
hard hat, or hearing protection used for
appropriate conditions will reduce personal
injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the
switch is in the off-position before con-
necting to power source and/or BATTERY
pack, picking up or carrying the tool. Car-
rying power tools with your finger on the
switch or energising power tools that have
the switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench be-
fore turning the power tool on. A wrench or
a key left attached to a rotating part of the
power tool may result in personal injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and
balance at all times. This enables better
control of the power tool in unexpected sit-
uations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing
or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and
gloves away from moving parts. Loose
clothes,jewellery or long hair can be
caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connection
of dust extraction and collection facilities,
ensure these are connected and properly
used. Use of dust collection can reduce
dust-related hazards.

» Do not let familiarity gained from frequent
use of tools allow you to become compla-
cent and ignore tool safety principles. A
careless action can cause severe injury
within a fraction of a second.

» Always wear protective goggles to protect
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your eyes from injury when using power
tools.It is an employer’s responsibility to
enforce the use of appropriate safety pro-
tective equipments by the tool operators
and by other persons in the immediate
working area.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the cor-
rect power tool for your application. The
correct power tool will do the job better and
safer at the rate for which it was designed.

» Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power tool
that cannot be controlled with the switch is
dangerous and must be repaired.

» Disconnect the plug from the power source
and/or remove the BATTERY pack, if
detachable, from the power tool before
making any adjustments, changing acces-
sories, or storing power tools. Such pre-
ventive safety measures reduce the risk of
starting the power tool accidentally.

» Store idle power tools out of the reach of
children and do not allow persons unfamil-
iar with the power tool or these instructions
to operate the power tool. Power tools are
dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

» Maintain power tools and accessories.
Check for misalignment or binding of mov-
ing parts, breakage of parts and any other
condition that may affect the power tool's
operation. If damaged, have the power tool
repaired before use. Many accidents are
caused by poorly maintained power tools.

» Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Prop-
erly maintained cutting tools with sharp
cutting edges are less likely to bind and
are easier to control.

» Use the power tool, accessories and tool
bits etc. in accordance with these instruc-
tions, taking into account the working con-
ditions and the work to be performed. Use
of the power tool for operations different
from those intended could result in a haz-
ardous situation.

» Keep handles and grasping surfaces dry,
clean and free from oil and grease. Slip-
pery handles and grasping surfaces do not
allow for safe handling and control of the
tool in unexpected situations.

» When using the tool, do not wear cloth
work gloves which may be entangled. The
entanglement of cloth work gloves in the
moving parts may result in personal injury.

Service

» Have your power tool serviced by a qual-
ified repair person using only identical re-
placement parts. This will ensure that the
safety of the power tool is maintained.

» Follow instruction for lubricating and
changing accessories.

Cutter safety warnings

» The guard provided with the tool must
be securely attached to the power tool
and positioned for maximum safety, so
the least amount of wheel is exposed to-
wards the operator. Position yourself and
bystanders away from the plane of the
rotating wheel. The guard helps to protect
operator from broken wheel fragments and
accidental contact with wheel.

» Use only diamond cut-off wheels for your
power tool. Just because an accessory
can be attached to your power tool, it does
not assure safe operation.

» The rated speed of the accessory must
be at least equal to the maximum speed
marked on the power tool. Accessories
running faster than their rated speed can
break and fly apart.

» Wheels must be used only for recom-
mended applications. For example: do not
grind with the side of cut-off wheel. Abra-
sive cut-off wheels are intended for periph-
eral grinding, side forces applied to these
wheels may cause them to shatter.

» Always use undamaged wheel flanges
that are of correct diameter for your se-
lected wheel.Proper wheel flanges support
the wheel thus reducing the possibility of
wheel breakage.

» The outside diameter and the thickness of
your accessory must be within the capacity
rating of your power tool. Incorrectly sized
accessories cannot be adequately guard-
ed or controlled.

» The arbour size of wheels and flanges
must properly fit the spindle of the power
tool.Wheels and flanges with arbour holes
that do not match the mounting hardware
of the power tool will run out of balance,
vibrate excessively and may cause loss of
control.

» Do not use damaged wheels. Before each
use, inspect the wheels for chips and
cracks. If power tool or wheel is dropped,
inspect for damage or install an undam-
aged wheel.

» Wear personal protective equipment. De-
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pending on application, use face shield,
safety goggles or safety glasses. As ap-
propriate, wear dust mask, hearing pro-
tectors, gloves and shop apron capable
of stopping small abrasive or workpiece
fragments. The eye protection must be
capable of stopping flying debris generat-
ed by various operations. The dust mask
or respirator must be capable of filtrating
particles generated by your operation.
Prolonged exposure to high intensity noise
may cause hearing loss.

» Keep bystanders a safe distance away
from work area. Anyone entering the work
area must wear personal protective equip-
ment. Fragments of workpiece or of a bro-
ken wheel may fly away and cause injury
beyond immediate area of operation.

» Hold the power tool by insulated gripping
surfaces only, when performing an oper-
ation where the cutting accessory may
contact hidden wiring or its own cord. Cut-
ting accessory contacting a “live” wire may
make exposed metal parts of the power
tool “live” and could give the operator an
electric shock.

» Position the cord clear of the spinning ac-
cessory. If you lose control, the cord may
be cut or snagged and your hand or arm
may be pulled into the spinning wheel.

» Never lay the power tool down until the ac-
cessory has come to a complete stop. The
spinning wheel may grab the surface and
pull the power tool out of your control.

» Do not run the power tool while carrying
it at your side. Accidental contact with the
spinning accessory could snag your cloth-
ing, pulling the accessory into your body.

» Regularly clean the power tool’s air vents.
The motor’s fan will draw the dust inside
the housing and excessive accumulation
of powdered metal may cause electrical
hazards.

» Do not operate the power tool near flam-
mable materials. Sparks could ignite these
materials.

» Do not use accessories that require liquid
coolants. Using water or other liquid cool-
ants may result in electrocution or shock.

Kickback and related warnings

» Kickback is a sudden reaction to a pinched
or snagged rotating wheel. Pinching or
snagging causes rapid stalling of the
rotating wheel which in turn causes the
uncontrolled power tool to be forced in the

direction opposite of the wheel’s rotation at
the point of the binding.

For example, if an abrasive wheel is
snagged or pinched by the workpiece, the
edge of the wheel that is entering into the
pinch point can dig into the surface of the
material causing the wheel to climb out
or kick out. The wheel may either jump
toward or away from the operator, depend-
ing on direction of the wheel's movement
at the point of pinching. Abrasive wheels
may also break under these conditions.
Kickback is the result of power tool misuse
and/or incorrect operating procedures or
conditions and can be avoided by taking
proper precautions as given below.
Maintain a firm grip on the power tool and
position your body and arm to allow you to
resist kickback forces. Always use auxiliary
handle, if provided, for maximum control
over kickback or torque reaction during
start-up.The operator can control torque
reactions or kickback forces, if proper pre-
cautions are taken.

Never placr your hand neae the rotating
accessory. Accessory may kickback over
your hand.

Do not position your body in line with the
rotating wheel. Kickback will propel the
tool in direction opposite to the wheel’'s
movement at the point of snagging.

Use special care when working corners,
sharp edges etc. Avoid bouncing and
snagging the accessory. Corners, sharp
edges or bouncing have a tendency to
snag the rotating accessory and cause
loss of control or kickback.

Do not attach a saw chain, woodcarving
blade, segmented diamond wheel with
a peripheral gap greater than 10 mm or
toothed saw blade.Such blades create fre-
quent kickback and loss of control.

Do not “jam” the wheel or apply excessive
pressure. Do not attempt to make an ex-
cessive depth of cut. Overstressing the
wheel increases the loading and suscepti-
bility to twisting or binding of the wheel in
the cut and the possibility of kickback or
wheel breakage.

When wheel is binding or when interrupt-
ing a cut for any reason,switch off the
power tool and hold the power tool motion-
less until the wheel comes to a complete
stop. Never attempt to remove the wheel
from the cut while the wheel is in motion
otherwise kickback may occur. Investigate
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and take corrective action to eliminate the
cause of wheel binding.

» Do not restart the cutting operation in the
workpiece. Let the wheel reach full speed
and carefully re-enter the cut. The wheel
may bind, walk up or kickback if the power
tool is restarted in the workpiece.

» Support panels or any oversized workpiece
to minimize the risk of wheel pinching and
kickback. Large workpieces tend to sag
under their own weight. Supports must be
placed under the workpiece near the line
of cut and near the edge of the workpiece
on both sides of the wheel.

» Use extra caution when making a “pocket
cut” into existing walls or other blind areas.
The protruding wheel may cut gas or water
pipes,electrical wiring or objects that can
cause kickback.

» Before using a segmented diamond wheel,
make sure that the diamond wheel has the
peripheral gap between segments of 10
mm or less, only with a negative rake an-
gle.

Additional safety warnings:

» Never attempt to cut with the tool held
upside down in a vise. This can lead to
serious accidents, because it is extremely
dangerous.

» Some material contains chemicals which
may be toxic. Take caution to prevent dust
inhalation and skin contact. Follow materi-
al supplier safety data.

» Store wheels as per manufacturer recom-
mendations. Improper storage may dam-
age the wheels.

Functional description

Caution: Always be sure that the tool is
switched off and unplugged before adjusting
or checking function on the tool.

Adjusting depth of cut

Caution: After adjusting the depth of cut, al-
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ways tighten the lever securely.

» Loosen the lever on the depth guide and
move the base up or down. At the desired
depth of cut, secure the base by tightening
the lever.

» For cleaner, safer cuts, set cut depth so
that the diamond wheel projects 2 mm
(1/16") or less below workpiece. Using
proper cut depth helps to reduce potential
for dangerous KICKBACKS which can
cause personal injury.

Sighting

The cut mark indicates the position of the cut-
ting wheel when making vertical cuts.

Switch action

To start the power tool, press and hold the on/
off switch.

Press the lock-on button to lock the on/off
switch in this position.

To switch off the power tool, release the on/
off switch, or, if the switch is locked with the
lock-on button, briefl y press the on/off switch
and then release it.

CAUTION: DO NOT use a tool with a dis-
abled release button. Otherwise, the tool may
accidentally start and cause serious injury.
Take the instrument to an authorized P.I.T. for
proper repa|r BEFORE continuing to use it.

Installing / replacing the cutting

disc (Figure below)

After installing the cutting disc, before starting
work, make a test run-turn on the power tool
and let it idle for at least 30 seconds.

Cutting discs that run out or cause increased
vibration of the power tool must not be used.
The cutting disc can get very hot after pro-

longed use - remove it with gloves.

— Mount the power tool on the front side of
the motor housing.

— Hold the outer flange (2) with a wrench
and unscrew the bolt (1) with a wrench.
Remove the bolt (1). Attention: the bolt has
a left-hand thread.

— Remove from the spindle: outer flange (2),
cutting disc (3), inner flange (4)

— Clean fasteners with a soft brush and in-
stall on the spindle: inner flange (4), cut-off
wheel (3), outer flange (2). Screw the bolt
(1) into the threaded hole of the spindle by
hand.

— While holding the outer flange (2) with a
wrench, tighten the bolt (1) with the sec-
ond wrench.

— Attention! when installing, strictly follow the
following rules: follow the correct sequence
of parts installation;do not allow them to be
skewed during installation;

— when installing a cutting disc, make sure
that the diameter of the disc’s mounting
hole matches the diameter of the mounting
lug of the inner flange;

— The direction of the arrow on the cutting
disc must always match the direction of
the arrow on the guard.

Exploitation

WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious inju-

ry, turn tool off and unplug power tool before

making any adjustments or removing/install-

ing accessories or attachments.

CAUTION: Use discs of the correct type. Do

not use cracked, damaged or badly worn

discs. Do not use the tool to cut wood or met-

al.

WARNING: To achieve a correct cut, wait until

the blade has reached maximum speed and

guide the tool in a smooth, even motion.

WARNING: Use clamps or other devices to
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secure the workpiece, placing them only on a
fixed surface. If you hold the workpiece with
your hands or against your own body, you
may lose control of the tool or workpiece.
Dry cutting

Make sure the workpiece is securely fixed.
Switch on the power tool before the cutting
wheel touches the workpiece. Wait until
the cutting disc reaches maximum speed.
Move the power tool forward with uni-
form feed without jerking or distortion.
Do not apply excessive force - the operation
takes some time to complete. Excessive force
will not speed up the work, but will overload
the power tool.

Straight cuts

1. Mark the cut line with a marker or glass-
graph.

2. Place the soleplate of the instrument on
workpiece, making sure that the disk does not
touched the surface of the workpiece.
3. Align the outside of the guide with
the marked line on the workpiece.
4. Turn on the tool and wait until the disc
reaches maximum speed.

5. Slowly and steadily guide the tool
forward following the marked line.
Angle cuts

1. Mark the cut line with a marker or glass-
graph.

2. Loosen the tilt adjustment knob and move it
to the desired position.

3. After selecting the desired angle, tighten
the incline adjustment knob to secure the
soleplate.

4. Align the inside guide (p) along the marked
line on the workpiece.

5.Turn on the tool and wait until the disc
reaches maximum speed.

6. Slowly and steadily guide the tool forward
following the marked line.

Maintenance

CAUTION: Always be sure that the tool is
switched off and unplugged before attempting
to perform inspection or maintenance.
NOTICE: Never use gasoline, benzine, thin-
ner, alcohol or the like. Discoloration, defor-
mation or cracks may result.

Dressing diamond wheel

If the cutting action of the diamond wheel be-
gins to diminish, use an old discarded coarse
grit bench grinder wheel or concrete block to
dress the diamond wheel. To do this, tightly
secure the bench grinder wheel or concrete

block and cut in it.

After use

Clean the dust inside of the tool by running
the tool at an idle for a while. Brush off accu-
mulation of dust on the base. Accumulation of
dust in the motor or on the base may cause a
malfunction of the tool.

Replacing carbon brushes

Check the carbon brushes regularly.Replace
them when they wear down to the limit mark.
Keep the carbon brushes clean and free
to slip in the holders. Both carbon brushes
should be replaced at the same time. Use
only identical carbon brushes.

TERMS OF WARRANTY SERVICE
To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certificates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is 12
months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal docu-
ments (invoices) such as warranty certificates
and warranty cards to prove the date of pur-
chase.

2. Damage caused by natural wear and over-
load. (For example, motor rotor and stator fail-
ure caused by overload, scorching or melting
of the primary winding of the welding machine
transformer, charging or starting the charging
device, melting of internal parts, burning of
electronic circuit boards, etc.)

3. The casing and power cord are mechani-
cally damaged, as well as damage caused by
corrosive media and high and low tempera-
ture, foreign objects entering the ventilation
network of the motor, and damage caused by
improper storage (corrosion of metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired, re-
placed or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and not
in accordance with the instructions for use
and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety Pre-
cautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following situ-
ations is not guaranteed due to improper use
and non-quality problems:

(1) When the power tool is running at high
speed, use the braking device to forcibly stop
the rotation.

(2) Excessive pressure is applied to the tool
during the use of the tool.

(3) Use the tool outside the scope of its pur-
pose and capabilities.

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(5) Change the rotation direction of the work
head before the tool stops completely.

(6) Shock the battery or charger and replace
the plug of the charger without permission,
causing damage to the battery or charger.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct propor-
tions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and fasten-
ing elements, dresser heads, grinders And
belt sander base machine, hexagonal head,
etc,;
