A rotating
abrasive wheel can catch on to the
surface and pull an electric handheld
machine from its hands;

o) It is forbidden to turn on the
electric hand-held machine while it
is being carried. An accidental touch
on a rotating working tool can grab
clothes and injure;

p) It is necessary to regularly clean
the ventilation holes of the hand-
held machine. The motor fan can draw
dust into the housing, and excessive
accumulation of metallized dust in the
area of the ventilation holes can cause
electric shock to the operator;

q) Strictly forbidden to work
electric hand-held machine in close
proximity to flammable materials.
These materials can ignite from
sparking;

r) Do not use work tools requiring
the use of liquid refrigerants. The
use of water or other liquid cooling
agents may result in electric shock.
6.2) Further safety instructions for
all operations

Kickback and related warnings.
Kickback is a sudden reaction to a
pinched or snagged rotating wheel,
backing pad, brush or any other
accessory. Pinching or snagging
causes rapid stalling of the rotating
accessory which in turn causes
the uncontrolled power tool to be
forced in the direction opposite of the
accessory's rotation at the point of the
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binding.

For example, if an abrasive wheel is
shagged or pinched by the workpiece,
the edge of the wheel that is entering
into the pinch point can dig into the
surface of the material causing the
wheel to climb out or kick out. The
wheel may either jump toward or
away from the operator, depending on
direction of the wheel's movement at
the point of pinching. Abrasive wheels
may also break under these conditions.
Kickback is the result of power tool
misuse and/or incorrect operating
procedures or conditions and can be
avoided by taking proper precautions
as given below.

a) Maintain a firm grip on the power
tool and position your body and
arm to allow you to resist kickback
forces. Always use auxiliary handle,
if provided, for maximum control
over kickback or torque reaction
during start-up. The operator can
control torque reactions or kickback
forces, if proper precautions are taken;
b) Never place your hand near the
rotating accessory. Accessory may
kickback over your hand;

c) Do not position your body in the
area where power tool will move
if kickback occurs. Kickback will
propel the tool in direction opposite to
the wheel's movement at the point of
snagging;

d) Use special care when working
corners, sharp edges etc. Avoid
bouncing and snagging the
accessory. Corners, sharp edges or
bouncing have a tendency to snag the
rotating accessory and cause loss of
control or kickback;

e) Do not attach saw chains, saw
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shape corresponding to the chosen
abrasive wheel. Correctly selected
flanges serve as a support, reducing
the likelihood of a rupture of the wheel;
f) It is forbidden to use the worn-
out reinforced wheels of those
electric hand-held machines that
are designed for a larger diameter
wheel. Abrasive wheels designed for
an electric hand-held machine of a
larger size are not suitable for a higher
speed of a smaller hand machine,
since a wheel can break;

g) The outer diameter and thickness
of the working tool must be within
the nominal dimensions of this
electric hand-held machine. Working
tools of inadequate size can not be
adequately protected and controlled;
h) The size of the aperture of
abrasive wheels and flanges should
ensure proper fit on the spindle
of an electric hand-held machine.
Abrasive wheels with mounting holes
that do not correspond to the means
of fastening the electric hand-held
machine will be unbalanced, they will
cause increased vibration and may
lead to loss of control;

i) Do not use damaged abrasive
wheels. Before each use, it is
necessary to inspect the abrasive
wheels for chips and cracks. After
the fall of an electric hand-held
machine or abrasive wheel, inspect
fordamage orreplace it with anintact
abrasive wheel. After inspecting
and installing the abrasive wheel,
place it at a safe distance outside
the plane of rotation of the abrasive
wheel, and then turn on the electric
hand-held machine to operate at the
maximum idle speed for 1 min. At
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this stage, a ruptured abrasive wheel;
j) Personal protective equipment
should be used. Depending on the
work performed, you should use a
face shield, protective goggles or
protective goggles. If necessary,
use a dust mask, hearing protection,
gloves and a protective apron
capable of retaining fine abrasive
particles and processing waste.
The means of protection of the organs
of vision are capable of delaying the
scattering particles formed during
the production of various works. Dust
mask or respirator must be protected
from penetration of particles formed
during operation. Long-term exposure
to high-level noise can cause partial or
complete hearing loss;

k) Unauthorized persons should
not be in the immediate vicinity of
the work area. Persons admitted to
the work area should use personal
protective equipment. Fragments of
the processing object or the broken
abrasive wheel can scatter and cause
bodily harm to persons who were in
the immediate vicinity of the work site;
1) In the production of work, in
which the cutting tool can touch the
concealed wiring or the machine
cable, it is necessary to hold the
electric hand-held machine only
behind the isolated gripping surface.
When the cutting tool is touched to a
live wire, the available metal parts of
the electric hand-held machine can fall
under tension and cause the operator
to suffer electric shock;

g) Use the power tools, accessories
and tools bits etc. in accordance
with these instructions, taking into
account the working conditions and
the work to be performed. Use of
the power tool for operations different
from those intended could result in a
hazardous situation.

5) Service

a) Have your power tool serviced by
a qualified repair person using only
identical replacement parts. This will
ensure that the safety of the power tool
is maintained.
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6) Safety instructions for cutting
machines

6.1) General safety instructions for
cutting machines

a) The protective cover must be
securely attached to the hand-held
machine and positioned to ensure
maximum safety in such a way that
the minimum part of the abrasive
wheel is opened on the operator’s
part. Do not stay close and keep
outsiders away from the plane of
rotation of the abrasive wheel. The
protective cover provides protection
of the operator from fragments of an
abrasive wheel at its rupture and from
casual contact to a wheel;

b) It is necessary to use only
reinforced abrasive wheels on a
bunch or diamond cutting wheels
for an electric hand-held machine.
It should be borne in mind that the
possibility of attaching another working
tool to this manual machine does not
ensure its safe operation;

c) The nominal speed of the working
tool must be at least the maximum
speed indicated on the marking of
the electric hand-held machine.

d) Abrasive wheels should only
be used for recommended work.
For example, you can not grind
the flat side of the cutting wheel.
Abrasive cutting wheels are designed
for grinding, while applied to these
wheels, transverse forces can break a
wheel;

3 TECHNICAL MAINTENANCE

3.1 In the process of technical
maintenance of tuckpoint grinder keep
within protective measures limits are
listed in 2.3 and appendix A.

3.2 The technical maintenance.

3.2.1 The technical maintenance is
divided into on-line maintenance and
periodic maintenance.

3.2.2 On-line maintenance

On-line maintenance is made by the
customer.

On-line maintenance includes:

- tuckpoint grinder cleaning from
wasting after the end of working time;
- tightening of fastening parts (if
appropriate).

3.2.3 Periodic maintenance

Periodic maintenance is made after
every 50 working hours and includes:
- check the condition of armature
commutator;

- viewing and replacement of brushes
(if appropriate);

- viewing and replacement of gear box
lubrication (if appropriate).

The replacement of brushes one must
have doing if brushes length is less
than 8 mm. The output of brushes
should not be stretched and should
ensure free movement of brushes into
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the brush-holders during operation
process.

After replacement of brushes switch
on tuckpoint grinder at no load for
breaking in brushes not less than 3
minutes.

The gear box lubrication it is necessary
to make by the compound consisting
of 60 — 70 percents by weight from
lubricant LS-1P and 30 — 40 percents
by weight from lubricant [-20A
preassembled taking out an old one
lubricant.

Periodic maintenance is made for the
customer’s account in the guarantee
service centers.

4 MECHANICAL LIFE
OF TUCKPOINT GRINDER

4.1 Lifetime of tuckpoint grinder is 6
years.

Indicated mechanical life of tuckpoint
grinder is actual at the observance of
requirements of present operations
manual.

5 MANUFACTURE’S GUARANTEE

5.1 Electric hand tuckpoint grinder
is manufactured in accordance with
demands of technical specifications
TY Yy 29.4-14309586-020:2007
(MOPP298416.001TY) “Electric hand
tuckpoint grinders”.

The manufacture guarantees
conformity of tuckpoint grinder to
the above mentioned technical
requirements considering rules
restrictions are indicated in the present
operations manual.

5.2 The warranty period of tuckpoint
grinder TG2-30 is two years from the
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At installation of wheels 18 rotations
of an arrow indicating the direction
on wheels 18 should coincide with an
arrow on a reduction gear 9.

While operating two wheels 18 always
replace both wheels 18 at the same
time.

After installation the wheels together
with a spindle 16 must rotate free (not
switching the tuckpoint grinder, check
the rotation of wheels 18 by hand).
2.2.2 Install the casing 13 and fasten it
by a clamp 7. Install the handle 6.

For using tuckpoint grinder for cleaning,
polishing also are sharp metals,
processing of a stone and concrete
use the parts that are included into
scope of supply. Remove a nut 19.
Install the cover, put the flange on the
spindle 16, install wheel 18 and fasten
it by the nut 19.

2.2.3 The tuckpoint grinder must be
used for operation on stone by the
method of dry cut.

Establish depth of cutting on a scale on
the casing 13. When processing firm
materials not to establish the maximum
depth of cutting. For compensation of
the roughness’s which are forming at
a breaking of a crossing point, depth
of cutting it is necessary to choose
approximately on 3 mm more desirable
groove depth. After installation of
necessary depth of cutting tighten a
clamp 7.

Put the tuckpoint grinder by the rollers
8 to the working surface. Wheels 18
must be on top position.

Switch on the tuckpoint grinder. Slowly
deep the wheels 18 into working
surface. You should always operate
the tuckpoint grinder by holding both

handles.

At work choose the static pressing
power providing normal work. Not to
assume an overload of the electric
drive 5 and the working tool that is
characterized by excessive fall of
number of turns of a spindle 16.

The tuckpoint grinder can be turned in
the cutting directions. Vertical grooving
is easily made by moving the tuckpoint
grinder upside down.

2.3 Additional indications of safety
measures

After termination of work takes out
wheels 18 without switching off the
tuckpoint grinder. After that switch
off the tuckpoint grinder. Clean the
tuckpoint grinder from pollutions, to
wipe dry serviette, and keep in terms,
are indicated in the clause 6.

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1.4 Structure and functioning

The arrangement of the tuckpoint
grinder is shown on pictures 1 and 2.
The rotation transference from the
electric drive 5 to the spindle 16
realizes through the reduction gear
9. The wheels 18 are installed on the
spindle 16 through the plug 17 and are
strengthened by the nut 19 and axis
20.

The casing 13 is aimed for protection
the tuckpoint grinder operator from the
flames, products of a wear.

The handle 6 is for comfortable operation
is installed in the casing 13.

There is a button 10 on the reduction
gear box 9 for spindle’s 16 fixations,
enables easy wheels 18 replacement
without usage of a second wrench.

In order to avoid accidental switching
of a tuckpoint grinder while pressing
the key of the switch 3 there is key of
blocking of the switch 4 in the tuckpoint
grinder. The construction of the switch
ensures its protection from accidental
switching and it's fixing in switching
state.

There is electronic control unit that
ensures soft start and switch off the
tuckpoint grinder without self recovery
under non stop holdover within 3 sec
current more (9,5+0,5) A.

2 SUITABLE APPLICATION

2.1 Tuckpoint grinder preparation for
usage

2.1.1 Before start working please carry
out:

- a completeness check and security of
details mounting;

- tuckpoint grinder  walk-around
inspection meanwhile checking the
serviceability status of power cable 1,
its protecting tube and plug terminal,
checking consistency of casing electric
drive 5 and reduction gear 9 and also
strap handle 2;

- check work precision of a key of the
switch 3;

- check tuckpoint grinder operation at
no load.

Exercise caution during assembling
of a wheels 18 and also during
transference of tuckpoint grinder with
installed wheels 18.

2.2 Suitable application

2.2.1 Install the wheels 18 by following
way:

- spindle 16, nut 19 and plug 17 clean
from pollution;

- put on plug 17 with axis 20 on the
spindle 16;

- install wheels 18 and plugs 15 on the
plug 17;

- fasten the nut 19 by the wrench,
included in the scope of supply;

- regardless of the required groove
width it is required to mount all
deliveries of the plug 15 entering into
a set.

Note — at least one plug 15 must be
mounted between the wheels.
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
